Worlds Biggest Peace Card

We want to display the biggest peace card ever made to the United Nations Secretary General Mr. Kofi Annan on the last session in the United Nations in this millenium.  It will be made out of posters being laminated in plastic and connected by a system.  

It will be displayed at the United Nations building in New York throughout the first week of the next millenium.

We will have a pre-run at the JCI World Congress in Cannes, where all that are sent to us will be displayed.

The meaning of the project is to get people focussed on peace on earth, and raise the consciousness about our project First Week which will enable many people to focus on the peace agenda during that first week.  The main objective of the foundation is to bring cease fire to all conflicts durting the first week of the year 2000. First Week Foundation will during the first week arrange one hour in peace prayer/meditations in each time-zone.  Between 12 noon and 1 p.m. there will be groups meditating or praying during that hour. Due to the rotations of the earth, it will be 192 hours of continuous praying and meditation.  All other cultural events and arrangements will be honored during that week.

We will apply for being included in the Guiness Book of Records when it is going down.

This is the project that will help us to get the focus on the main project ”First Week Foundation”.   It will increase the consciousness on peace substantialy.

The Universal Peace Treaty is an excerpt of a larger one written by the Author James Twyman.

We will in parallell be working with and through the U.N. system and all sorts of other channels as well.

The local chapter, Junior Chamber Drammen in Norway will be coordinating the international part of the JC project.

Our goal is to reach more than 5 million signatures.
